It's never too early to start thinking about IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS
FOR SEVENTH GRADE FOR ENTRY INTO FLORIDA SCHOOLS:

The Florida Department of Health is requiring that students entering 7" grade receive
the Tdap vaccine (combined Tetanus, Diptheria and Pertussis Vaccines).

Documentation from the student’s health care provider should specify that the
student has received the Tdap vaccine on the Florida Certificate of Immunization,
AKA “blue form”. All incoming 7" graders MUST submit this card prior to the first day
of 7" grade.

The blue card can be turned in or mailed to the clinic or the front office. | always
encourage parents to turn the form in early, rather than on the first day of school.
Also, by law, | must have the actual blue card, not a photo copy. (| will be happy to
copy it for you ) If you have any questions please feel free to contact me.
